NEW ENCYCLICAL FROM POPE FRANCIS: ‘LAUDATO SI’: 

Pope Francis on Thursday called for a radical transformation of 

politics, economics and individual lifestyles to confront 

environmental degradation and climate change. The most 

vulnerable victims are the world’s poorest people, he declared, 

who are being dislocated and disregarded. “Climate change is a 

global problem with grave implications: environmental, social, 

economic, political and for the distribution of goods,” he wrote. “It 

represents one of the principal  challenges facing humanity of our 

day”.
