A healthy 

wholesome country is one in which there is a basic civic spirit of care for 

all fellow citizens, especially the sick, the poor and the vulnerable. This 

is our Christian desire for Ireland. Draw strength from the example of all 

those who have served our country so well in the hundred years since 

the 1916 Easter Rising which we commemorate this year.
