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Next Sunday will be Palm Sunday and the start of Holy Week when we celebrate the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus and in this Sunday's Gospel according to John, Jesus speaks of His imminent death.  He spoke to those who had gathered to see Him, including the Greeks. He said that the 'Hour has now come for the Son of Man to be glorified' and goes on to give the example of the grain of wheat dying in order to yield a harvest.  Looking a little deeper, the Gospel reflects the Agony in the Garden. Jesus says 'Now my soul is troubled. What Shall I say: "Father, save me from this hour?" It shows Jesus' humanity, He was afraid and struggled with what was to come, however, it also shows His acceptance of His Father's will: "But it was for this very reason that I have come to this hour". Just like the grain of wheat, Jesus had to die for our salvation.  On this fifth Sunday of Lent, let us reflect on what we must do to die to self: die to our sinfulness, our stubborn pride and our self-absorption.  It is when we die to ourselves that we grow and bear fruit. Seeds do not die, but are transformed into a wonderful harvest, just like the caterpillar, which is transformed into a beautiful butterfly, completely different! The same can happen to us, but we have to let go of what holds us back even if it is difficult and entails suffering.  Let us pray for that life changing courage and place our trust in Jesus so that we can experience the fulfilment and freedom that we all long for.
