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Today in the first reading Isaiah tells us God is coming to save us. Jesus is the word of God, the word to be spoken, the word incarnate and He has coming to save us. God loves us; open your eyes and ears and listen. In the Gospel Jesus heals “a deaf man who had and impediment in his speech.” The people were in awe, “their admiration unbounded.” Jesus Christ is our healer sent by God to free us from sin and teach us how to follow Him, to love and be loved and become children of God. He is the healer of all things body and spirit. Through him God speaks to us; He tells us to open our ears and listen to Him otherwise we are going around as if there is nothing else to the world around us and we fail to see that without belief in God many things do not make sense and we are in fact denying God. To listen to God we need to be open to His Word in the Gospels where He speaks to us. We need to pray and have times of silence in our lives to be receptive. We need to strike a balance by surrounding ourselves with spiritual things as well as material things.  Today in the Gospel Jesus heals a deaf and mute man and because of his encounter with Jesus he went back to his community renewed and enabled to live his life to the full. St. James tells us God chose the poor to be rich in faith and we should associate ourselves with the poor. We pray today to be given the wisdom to be open to God’s word and listen to the poor and accept the wonderful gift of forgiveness He has given us in Christ so that we too can participate in the joy of living to the full and having eternal life.
