Many times we fail in living our vocation as men and women to the full but we know that Jesus welcomes us back if we repent and do what is right. Then He receives us as He did with the little children in today's Gospel. Children are often overlooked and don't have a voice of their own, so it is with many men and women who are in pain, old, exploited in so many ways, depressed or suffering unemployment and poverty. Jesus arms, through His Church in her Sacraments, are open to the vulnerable in our society. This Sunday we thank God for the blessing of marriage and happy family life constantly being aware that we must “be a sign of mercy and closeness wherever family life remains imperfect or lacks peace and joy."
