Maggie Dunne Centenary Commemoration: On April 8th 1923, six weeks before the ending of the Irish Civil War, local Cumann na mBan member Margaret (Maggie) Dunne was fatally wounded after an incident involving the Free State 
Army and local Irregular IRA members at Droumlave, Adrigole . Maggie was 26 years old at the time of her death and her funeral drew a huge crowd to the local 

parish church. To mark this historic occasion her extended family have organised a commemoration to mark the centenary of Maggie’s tragic death. On Easter Sunday at 12 noon, mass will be held in her honour at St. Fachtna’s Church, Adrigole. Following mass a piper will lead the congregation to the site where Maggie was fatally wounded and a plaque will be unveiled in her honour. The site where Maggie died is only a five minute walk from her resting place at Droumlave cemetery. After the unveiling of the plaque refreshments will be available at the local Caha Centre where a number of historians will talk on the revolution years (1916-1923) in Beara and the role Cumann na mBan members like Maggie played in the struggle for independence. The organising committee would like to offer an open invite to this historic commemoration.
