WORKSHOP FOR THOSE POST CANCER TREATMENT
Recovery Haven Kerry is delighted to facilitate a wonderful patient education workshop - 𝗟𝗔𝗖𝗘𝗦 – on September 25th from 11am to 1.30pm for adults who are post cancer treatment.
Jointly created by the National Cancer Control Programme (NCCP) and the Irish Cancer Society (ICS), the workshop aims to bridge the gap in services between the end of active treatment and potentially, suitable longer-term support.

The Life and Cancer – Enhancing Survivorship (LACES) workshop is for adult patients who have finished their active cancer treatment and are beginning their long-term follow up. This includes patients who are post-surgery, radiation therapy, the acute phase of their chemotherapy treatment and patients with advanced cancer, who have discontinued treatment or who are on ongoing treatment.

The workshop will focus on Food and Drink; Finance, Work and Family Life; Confidence Body Image & Intimacy; Self-Management and Supports Near You.
