Boherbue Easter Rising  
Commemoration Ceremony  

Easter Mon., 1st April at 2.30 p.m. 
This event will take place in the Square in  
Boherbue outside the old Post Office.  It  
commemorates the mobilisation of the entire 
Boherbue company of the Irish Volunteers who 
set out on Easter Sunday 1916 with their arms 
and three days rations to a rendezvous at Barley 
Hill, Newmarket.  Here they were to be given 
military instructions and arms procured by Roger 
Casement.  The company of volunteers  
consisted of twenty two men.  They were:
