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The final chapter of the Gospel according to John, chapter 21, may be an appendix to the Gospel, since the ending of the previous chapter appears to close the work. The subjects covered here are the appearance of the risen Jesus to the disciples of the Sea of Tiberias, that is, the Lake of Galilee and Jesus’ rehabilitation of Peter in love, and his commissioning of him to shepherd the sheep.
