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The three-yearly cycle of Sunday Gospels is interrupted and complemented during the Easter season by readings from the Gospel according to John. The fourth Sunday of Easter is sometimes referred to as Good Shepherd Sunday. Today’s Gospel ends with the striking claim, placed by the evangelist on the lips of Jesus, that expresses his unity with the Father.
