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This Gospel passage is set during the Last Supper and portrays the dialogue that took place between Jesus and those disciples who were with him there. There is a clear expression of the change that will come about in the form taken by Jesus to and with his disciples. This change is marked by the mystery of the Ascension and the descent of the Holy Spirit.
