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Today’s Gospel passage, like that of last Sunday, is set during the Last Supper, and therefore during the time when Jesus was still physically present to and with his disciples and before his Ascension to the father and the descent of the Holy Spirit. In this passage, reference is made to the coming of the Spirit, and here it is clear that the one sending the Spirit in the name of Jesus is the Father.
