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It is likely that this Gospel reading was selected for today’s feast because of its connection with giving food to those who are hungry. The actions performed by Jesus here are the same as those performed by him at the Last Supper:
 Jesus took the loaves and fish, said the blessing, broke and gave them to those who were hungry. Luke, with typical interest in portraying Jesus at prayer, adds the phrase
 ‘raised his eyes to heaven’.
