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Luke borrowed the general outline of his gospel from Mark. The “infancy narrative” (chapters 1-2) at the beginning is complemented by the “passion narative” (chapters 22-23) at the end. The middle section may be divided into three: Jesus and disciples in Galilee; on a journey from Galilee to Jerusalem; and finally, in Jerusalem. Today’s passage is taken from the journey section, which contains parables and other sayings of Jesus.
