This Gospel passage presents Jesus and his disciples on the road from Galilee in the north to Judaea, and Jerusalem its capital city, in the south. This arrangement allows Luke to show Jesus teaching his disciples, using parable and other forms of speech. In today’s passage conflict is to the fore. Luke has Jesus speak about his own violent fate, which he expresses using the image of fire and immersion/baptism, and that of the community of his followers.
