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Three related but different topics are covered in today’s gospel: taking the road less travelled by; an image of a locked door and people being locked out; and a final reversal. This last image is found in different places in the gospels and in other parts of the Bible. It is good  news to those who are on the losing side now and a warning to those who appear to have everything going for them.
