In advance of this special weekend, the diocese would like to celebrate the gift of singing and music at our parish liturgies and worship with a Mass of Thanksgiving in St Mary’s Cathedral, Killarney on Tuesday 18th Nov. at 7pm. It is hoped that the Mass will allow people to join with singers and musicians from across the diocese to pray and give praise through song and music. Music workshops to learn some new music and rehearse some familiar music will take place on Tuesday Sept 23rd and Thursday Sept 25th.
