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Earthquakes, plagues, famines and great signs from heavens are part of the stock-in-trade of apocalyptic writing. Behind this planetary and natural imagery, the fundamental message is that God does not abandon his people. Apocalyptic writers envisaged this truth in terns of God intervening in human affairs, not primarily to judge and condemn but to support and accompany.
