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Today’s Gospel, which relates the exchange between Jesus and the two criminals crucified with him, is found only in the Gospel according to Luke. It reveals many features typical of Luke: the words of the crucified man take the form of a prayer addressed to Jesus; Jesus’ concern for the outcast, to his dying breath, is revealed; and Jesus’ public expression of his hope, in the face of the direst suffering, that they would be with God that day, all give the scene its tone of vindication.
