Scripture readings will be complemented by hymns and choral music sung by choirs.  Prayers will be offered in the spirit of Saint Oliver’s enduring legacy.

To mark the 100th anniversary of the First Saturday Apparition in Pontevedra, Spain,  there will be a special conference in Knock on the first Saturday in December -  December 6th.  The day begins with adoration and confessions at 10am in the Reconciliation Chapel.  There will be three talks from Bishop John Keenan, Antonia Moffat, and Fr Philip Kemmy in St John's Centre.  There will also be the Rosary led by the Children's Rosary group, a 15-minute meditation led by Fr.
