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The writer of today’s gospel passage focuses on the person and message of  John the Baptist. On the one hand, John is centre stage as evidenced by the fact that so many flocked  to hear him even though his words were uncompromising. But the writer makes it quite clear, on the other hand, by the comparison he draws, that the one coming after John is greater than he is. Similarly, baptism with the Holy Spirit and with fire is far more than John’s baptism of repentance.
