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Matthew’s account of the birth of Jesus is heard today. It comes immediately after his listing of Jesus’ ancestors going back as far as Abraham. The two names which the child is given are significant. As well as being ‘God-with-us’ as proclaimed by Isaiah, the name ‘Jesus’ tells us precisely what this presence will accomplish, namely, a saving presence, in all the rich variety of meanings that ‘to save’  can have.


	Fourth Candle of Advent – Love. On the fourth week of Advent, we light the final purple candle as we wait for the birth of our Saviour. This final candle, the “Angels Candle” symbolizes love. It reminds us that God is love.
