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In this dialogue between Jesus and John, Matthew makes it clear that Jesus has the greater understanding. John’s objection to his being baptised is probably based on the fact that Jesus does not need to be made righteous before God as all others do. Jesus’ acceptance of baptism underlines the fact that he knows he is in such a state.
