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Today is Palm Sunday and it begins the journey of Holy Week. The people welcomed Jesus into Jerusalem, spread their cloaks and cut branches for his path. But, soon after everything changed and Jesus was betrayed, arrested and the people that praised Him when He entered Jerusalem would call for His crucifixion on Good Friday. Jesus endured pain and rejection. He was mocked and beaten and left to carry his cross alone.  Jesus must have felt completely alone, Judas, one of the disciples betrayed him for money, his closest friends abandoned him and Peter denied him three times.  On the cross, Jesus cried out, 'My God, my God, why have you abandoned me?" We see Jesus' selflessness and obedience, even in the face of intense suffering and humiliation. Even in His darkest hour, Jesus remained faithful and trusted in His Father.   The cross for all of us is a sign that love will triumph, a call for us to take courage amid suffering and brokenness. Jesus showed us that pain and suffering and even death itself would not have the last word. The Way of the Cross is ultimately the way of unconditional love.
