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The second part of today’s Gospel is set one week after the day of resurrection. It appears immediately after Jesus has granted the gift to forgive to those who are assembled. And for the author of this Gospel the real sin is lack of faith. The focus moves from Thomas’ disbelief to his finding faith and from that to those who believe who have never seen the Lord.
