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There are two journeys at the heart of today’s reading. The first is that of the two disciples out of Jerusalem. The second is their journey away from being disciples of Christ as a result of his recent suffering and death. As a result of recognising him at the breaking of the bread they decide to reverse the direction of both journeys.
