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Today’s Gospel is an extract from the Last Supper conversation of Jesus and his disciples. After an initial call not to lose heart the reading goes on  to consider how God and Jesus are related. In this passage they are closely identified with each other. When Jesus is speaking, it is the Father who is addressing us. And in coming to know Jesus who was seen by many we come to know the Father who has never been seen.
