Diocesan and Community News

St. Carthage — Mass at 3pm on Friday 15 May

Kerry’s Branch of Cumann na Sagart invites you to our Annual Aifreann Dé in
honour of St. Carthage at 3pm on Friday 15 May in Brosna Parish Church of which
he is Patron. Following Mass and a pilgrim Turas to the nearby St. Moling’s Holy Well a
Memorial Blathfhleasc will be placed on the grave of our late Cumann na Sagart
colleague, Fr. Donncha O Laocha (1943-2016). Bi linn agus mile féilte roimh céch.

Saint Carthage the Elder (or Carthach) was an Irish bishop and abbot in the sixth
century. The saint is mainly known as a disciple and successor of Ciaran of Saighir (the
Elder) and the tutor and fosterer of his greater namesake, Saint Carthage of Lismore
(also known as Saint Mochuda). Carthage was of the Edganacht Chaisil and son, or,
more probably, grandson of Oengus mac Nad roich whom Saint Patrick baptized. He
was sent by St. Ciaran upon a penitential pilgrimage, when he spent seven years abroad,
visiting Gaul and Rome. On completion of his canonical penance, Carthage was
reinstated as a member of the religious brotherhood of Saighir. Afterwards he founded
the monastery of Druim Fertain in Carberry and another monastery in the upper island
of Lough Sheelin, County Meath.

In the barony of Clanmaurice is a townland called Monument on which are some scant
remains of an ancient church called Cill Cartaig (Carthage's Church). There is a short
paragraph about St. Cartha in The Martyrology of Donegal: a Calendar of the Saints of
Ireland (1864) by James Michael O'Clery, page 65: Carthach, Bishop, alumnus of Ciaran
of Saighir. One of his places was Druim-fertain, and in Cairbre Ua Ciardha is Druim-
fertain; and to him belongs Inish Uachtair in Loch Sileann, and Cill Charthaigh in Tir
Boghaine in Cinel Conaill. He was son of Aenghus, son of Nadfraech king of Munster.
