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The divinity of Jesus is not far below the surface of today’s Gospel. His identification with the God of the Old Testament is presented in locating the scene on the mountain and in the disciples’ falling down before him. The commission to bring Jesus’ teaching to the ends of the earth is accompanied by an assurance of his abiding presence.
