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Jesus enters and brings transformation, leading the disciples from the darkness of fear and distress into the light of peace and joy of the risen Christ as well as of the Spirit. Jesus now effects the creation of a new humanity in the person of the apostles, who are then commissioned to bestow on others this life-giving power of the Spirit, and to exercise the forgiving ministry of the Lamb of God.
