The 41st All Ireland Rosary Rally takes
place on Sat., 6th June at the Knock Shrine in
Co. Mayo bringing together thousands to pray
for faith and peace. The event, typically held in
June, includes Mass, a Rosary Procession, and
talks by guest speakers focusing on devotion to
Our Lady and the Eucharist.

The purpose is to pray for a renewal of faith in
Ireland and peace in the world.

Key Activities include: Rosary procession,
Mass, Stations of the Cross, and a 54-day
Rosary Novena leading up to the event.

Typical Schedule: Events often run from
morning until late afternoon, featuring workshops
and guest speakers.

Significance: It is a major gathering of Irish
Catholics and international visitors, frequently
attended by over 10,000 people.
