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John’s is the only gospel which does not have a specific account of the institution of the Eucharist. Today’s reading is the nearest it gets. John’s usual technique where hearers are portrayed as misunderstanding a truth occurs here. It gives him the opportunity of elaborating and correcting any possible failture to understand. Jesus is the bread of life and by eating this bread we have, in the words of a once famous hymn, a pledge of future glory.
