In March 2023, The Irish Bishop’s Conference asked Parishes to expand our circles of solidarity, to protect and care for biodiversity and creation on 30% of our grounds, and to care for this as a haven for pollinators and biodiversity, that can be enjoyed by the whole community.
Our Parish Pastoral Council, together with members of our congregation and Rachel Budd (Diocesan advisor for biodiversity) have put together a plan for our Parish which can be viewed at the back of Millstreet Church, and we are asking our community to help in developing our plan.
All 3 Churches are included in the project and the work in each area has been structured to suit the area surrounding each Church.
In addition to our plan, Millstreet Parish has been invited to host A Season of Creation afternoon on 19th September, which will be open to all the Diocese and where there will be information available on how we put our plan together and how our work is progressing.
The success of these projects is dependent on the co-operation of each member of our community, and while gardening may not suit everyone, there are many areas where your help will be welcome.
We have left a book on the table next to our plan, and we ask you to leave your contact details there and what you are willing to help with. In the next two weeks we will be in contact with you and our work will begin. Alternatively, you can contact our Parish Office and leave contact details there.
